¢ The information is shared so that the correct people are invited
for screening. This means those who are most at risk can be
offered treatment.
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Lawful basis for
processing

The following sections of the GDPR allow us to contact patients for
screening.

Article 6(1)(e) — ‘processing is necessary...in the exercise of official
authority vested in the controller...”

Article 9(2)(h) — ‘processing is necessary for the purpose of
preventative...medicine...the provision of health or social care or
treatment or the management of health or social care systems and
services...’

Rights to object

For national screening programmes: you can opt so that you no longer
receive an invitation to a screening programme.

*  You have the right to access your medical record and have any
errors or mistakes corrected. Please speak to a member of staff
to obtain a ‘subject access request’ form.

record; although you are free to obtain your own legal advice if
you believe there is no lawful purpose for which we hold the
information and contact us if you hold a different view.

Retention period

Data we get from other | We receive information about your health from other organisations
organisations who are involved in providing you with health and social care.
